Our Health & Safety policies are outlined on
page 16 of our Family Handbook. Our policies
have been developed in accordance with our
state license and are reviewed annually by a
public health nurse from MVNA. Children
enrolled in our program must have a current
Health Care Summary and Immunization Record
on file prior to the start of school.
Parents/Guardians must notify the co-directors
when their child has been diagnosed with a
contagious, reportable disease. Our staff is
trained in first aid and CPR.
