We will be going outside everyday, 
unless the temperature or wind-chill is 
dangerous, so please be sure appropriate 
outdoor clothing is brought to school each day. 

Please label all your child’s belongings including 
coats, hats, mittens, snow pants, and boots. It’s 
easy for unlabeled items to be mixed up!  Also, 
please try to make these items easy for your 
child to put on himself/herself. 

It’s not too early to send hats & mittens! 
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Orders for scholastic books and peace coffee 
are due by: Thursday, November 5 th. You may 
order books online or submit an order & check to 
the Preschool.  If the books are being purchased 
for gifts please attach a note and we will make 
sure the children don’t see them. You will be 
billed for coffee ordered.  
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During the month of November we will be 
collecting non-perishable food items for the 
Joyce Food Shelf located near Lake Street & 
Hennepin Avenue.  A note about the most 
needed items was sent home.  Please refer to 
that when making purchases and place donated 
items in the big blue bin located near the front 
entry. This is a great way to teach your child to 
be thankful for all you have and to share with 
those less fortunate. 
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Wednesday, November 4 th our Usborne Book 
Fair will be held all day in the church nursery. 
Please check out the high quality educational 
books. Its cash & carry – no ordering necessary! 
A portion of the proceeds will go directly to the 
preschool. 
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This months Handbook topic is our Program 
Plan.  Our Program Plan is outlined on page 5 of 
our Family Handbook.  The program is carefully 
planned and supervised to meet the needs of 
each individual child in the following 
developmental areas:  physical, social, 
emotional, and cognitive.  Our program includes: 
supervised indoor and outdoor free and 
organized play; creative expression through 
various art media; science and discovery; small 
class sizes and academic readiness activities 
that are age appropriate.  Our complete Program 
Plan can be downloaded from our website:

Each child will be asked to bring something 
to share and your child’s teacher will be looking 
for volunteers to help.

It is difficult for children to climb safely 
when they are slipping or when their shoes are 
sliding off.  Tennis shoes are best but even 
Crocs with the heel strap are safer than slippery-
soled, slip on shoes or rain/snow boots.��

arriving prior to Thanksgiving break.  We will 
send the photo package home with your child for 
you to review but you are under no obligation to 
purchase any of the photos.  Payments and/or 
non-purchased photos must be returned to your 
child’s teacher within one week of receiving the 
photos.
