Just a reminder that we’d still like you to turn in
the completed Transportation Plans sheet.
Please update the information if your plans
change during the school year.

In November we will be offering optional Fall
Conferences. The purpose of this conference is
to discuss your child’s adjustment to Preschool.
The conferences will be held after school or on
days when school is not in session. Children do
not attend the conference. If you will not be
attending a conference, a written observation
form will be sent home with your child on
Thursday November 19™.
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When your child is ill and will not be attending
preschool, please call us to let us know. It is
very important that we keep track of the
symptoms that are keeping children out of
school. When leaving a message please give a
brief description of your child’s symptoms.

The MN Department of Health is recommending
that anyone experiencing flu-like symptoms
remain home for 7 days after the on-set of
symptoms. Children must be fever free (without
fever reducing medicine) for 24 hours before
returning to Preschool.

Please remember to also let us know when a
child has had a contagious illness like strep
throat over the weekend. We are required to
document ilinesses during the school year.

When an illness notice is sent home, the illness
has occurred in the preschool, not necessarily in
your child’s classroom.

Elizabeth Castronovo and Rachel Williams are
the Lunch Bunch coordinators this year. They
will be supervising the children in outdoor play,
lunch time and occasionally muscle room play.

While any child is welcome at Lunch Bunch,
there are some who may not be ready yet for an
extra hour at Preschool.
