This month’s Handbook topic is Discipline. Our
Behavior Guidance policies are outlined on page
10 of our Handbook and on our website.

Each child will be provided with a positive model
of acceptable behavior and behavior guidance
will be tailored to the developmental level of the
child involved. Children and groups will be
redirected away from problems toward
constructive activity in order to reduce conflict.

An  Early Childhood Screening is a
developmental and health check of your child. At
screening, trained staff will check your child's
development, hearing and vision, growth,
immunizations and health history. It is
recommended that all children be screened at
age 3, but children can be screened at 4 or 5 as
well. Early screening is recommended so that
any health or learning concerns can be found
early and help can be provided sooner. In
Minneapolis call 612-348-8687. In other
districts, contact their ECFE. Screening is
required by MN state law prior to the start of
public school Kindergarten.
